About your idea:

1. What’s your product or service? Inspire us just a few sentences.

An environmentally-friendlier airport – with 123 patents pending.
2. How will your product or service reduce greenhouse gas emissions?

By landing on an incline, an aircraft saves 300 gallons of fuel. The plane stops right at the terminal, which is built over the runway - taxiing (generally using 400 gallons of fuel) is not needed. Take-off on a decline saves another 300 gallons of kerosene.

3. How will you measure that reduction?

The 30 biggest airports had together 15 million aircraft movements, with total 1,3 billion passengers in 2006. This would save them 48 billion liter of kerosene per year. Numbers can be monitored.

4. How will you produce your product or service?

We represent the inventor Jim Starry and have secured his patents. We will organize global info – see www.starrportcorp.com – sales, and consultant teams. Jim Starry will contractually work with us to realize Starrports. Also we work together with leaders in airport industry like ATAG and ACI.
5. How much will consumers have to pay for it?

A common airport costs about 3 billion US$. A Starrport will cost around 2 billion US$. Because it is much more compact, it will also save space, reduce costs for security; provide space for businesses and facilities. Not to mention the huge benefits in environmental costs. Consumers will pay up to US$ 20 less per flight because of these fuel savings.

6. Who will buy it?

States representatives. Airports are generally built on assignments of states, or by states-related consortiums.

7. How are you going to get them to buy it?

The advantages are convincing enough to let them choose our solutions, which are way ahead of everything else in the market. We produce info and support.
8. What makes this product or service unique? Why does the world need it?

The features speak for themselves – the USA will build or expand 2.000 (new) airports in the next 10 years, China plans to build 50 airports, India some 30, in every corner of our planet, airports need to size up. This is the only design that will allow some growth, and not suffocate the Earth at the same time. A very energy-efficient (Starr)train system will allow to take shorter-distance traffic out of the air to the ground.

9. How much money do you require? (€ 0-500.000)

10. Where do you see your product or service in five years’ time?

First Starrports are built somewhere on Earth, most probably in Asia, Latin America or Africa due to favourable conditions for developing nations. The developed countries will follow because the environmental challenges have to be addressed also there, and because of staggering economic benefits.

1. Who’s on your team, and what does everyone do?

An ever-expanding dedicated team of two to six people with a broad network of relations in the industry, with expertise in many different fields, with connections to top companies for all necessary work.

2. What is your experience, what else have you done? 

We promoted for more than four years the Starrport in various places. In 2006, we presented Jim Starry at the 2nd Aviation and Environment Summit in Geneva. Attended several related high-level conferences, with leading players in the field.

3. Who else is financially involved in your plan?

(Plans to) introduce Starrport Corp at the New York Stock Exchange to build Starrports. Recoup the fees for the patents that are already in use, monitor their use worldwide.

4. What might go wrong, and what will you do to address it if it does?

Jim Starry worked to get the Starrport concept realized for 20 years now. We opened some new alleys. The FAA (Federal Aviation Administration) accorded in 1995 that ‘all the Starrport designs are valid’. 5. Where do you see yourself in five years’ time?

A few Starrports are commissioned; the first are nearing completion. Transportation will become a sustainable and excitingly creative industry.
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
